On Character Factors - Col. Charles Lindbergh
makes Lists and Checks Himself at the End of Every Day

(Col. Charles A. Lindbergh, as quoted in Public Opinion, London,
England).

I came to the conclusion that if I knew the difference between the right way
to do a thing and wrong way to do it, it was up to me to train myself to do
the right thing at all times.

So I drew up a list of character factors.

At night I would read off my list of character factors, and those which I had
fulfilled satisfactorily during the day I would mark with a red cross; those
I had not been called upon to demonstrate that day would get no mark.

But those character factors which I had actually violated each day I would
mark with a black cross.

I began to check myself from day to day and to compare my “black and
whites” from month to month and year to year.  I was glad to notice an
improvement as I grew older.
